Da’wah Table

Aim: *Shattering the misconception that any other way other than Islam is valid in addition to the stereotypes in the media.*

This should be the focus of the ‘fair’ and refreshments will be available on this table insha’Allah … and should be the brothers ‘base’.  The sisters main area will be the area where Henna will be happening and insha’Allah we will have some refreshments and chairs.
Name Painting
Aim: Not quite shattering misconceptions but perhaps just something fun to raise money and draw in the crowds.

On this table for a small donation (raising money) people can have their names painted very nicely in Arabic calligraphy… Insha’Allah we can have plain paper as a background and charge 50p?? And also an option to have it on parchment paper or special types of paper of varying prices depending on the ‘niceness’ of the paper £1 - £1.50.  To make the job easier stencils with the Arabic letters cut out will be made, the stencils should be used to draw a light outline in pencil and then the letters should be filled in using, paints/ pastels, felt pens etc.    

In the rest of the week as we will not always be able to have someone stationed painting names we can leave a sign saying will be back between 1-2 insha’Allah.

Competition Table

Aim: *Make people learn about Islam through answering easy questions, luring them with the promise of a prize, each question should try to shatter a misconception e.g. Women are oppressed… ask the question do on average how many women convert to Islam in the west per Man converting to Islam?

On the first day I suggest the brothers on the two nearest stalls, (the sunnah and Fundamentals/Five pillars) should be ‘in charge’ of this stall rather than allocating a particular brother.  There will be a big box (insha’Allah decorated with Islamic Art designs ) with a cut out ‘post box’ hole in it with Multiple Choice Questionnaires that staff/students can fill in and ‘post’ with the hope of being selected to win the prizes associated with it.  The winning entry will be selected at random at then end of the week and notified. 

THEMED STALLS

For the themed stalls which follow the brothers/sisters in charge should be responsible for arranging their own poster displays and ‘items’ with help from others and they can 
go as far as their imagination takes them.. e.g. if Islam and Science brother wants to build a model of the mountains forming pegs stabilizing the earths crusts in plasticine, Alhamdullilah! If he wants to simply have some books on display, Alhamdullilah.

Likewise ‘The sunnah’ brother incharge of ‘The Sunnah’ could have a couple of miswaks on the table or a mini/life-size model of what the rasool Sallaualayhi wassalaam slept on or he could build a mini model of what Madinah might have looked like at the time of the Rasool Sallallahu alayhi wassallam out of matchsticks.  Perhaps as an incentive to encourage the brothers to put a great deal of effort into their ‘own specialist areas’ there can be a small prize for the most innovative ideas.
Islam & Science

*Shattering the misconception that Islam contradicts science*

We need posters on display depiciting some of the scientific facts in the Qur’an, these need to be more visual than educational.  Leaflets/pamphlets to be given out.  Books on Display…Prof Keith Moores’ textbook (Islamic edition)… Dr Maurice Bukhail’s  Books ‘What is the Origin of Man?’ etc.  & lots of da’wah books to give out which go into details about Islam and Science.  If possible could the brother find a short video/ VCD presentation on Islam and science that could be repeated over and over again … Also potential problems, need to rent TV/LAPTOP from Audiovisual dept. Might be expensive so we could bring in one of our own…security risks? Also need to sort out extension leads to get the electricity to the middle of the foyer… hazard risk (tripping over wires)???..Needs to be displayed at Eye level… so need a box on top of a table to place it on…(stability??)

The Sunnah

Aim: Shattering the misconceptions that 

*That the Qur’an is all that we follow*

*Muhammad sallahu alayhi wassallam was not a prophet and was enticed by the luxuries of this world*

*That muslims are unclean*

I have not yet come across any posters aimed at showing the importance of the Rasool or the sunnah, so in the event of us not finding any predesigned posters for this one, the brother should be prepared to make his own if necessary.  If the brother can get hold of notes/tapes from the ‘In Defense of the prophet’ series this will be good insha’Allah

Suggestions for items he could display

-Turban (Muslim Style)

-Thowb

-Miswak (insha’Allah DentalConcern Might be able to produce a leaflet on the miswak that can be handed out for this) Perhaps to raise money the brother could ask Muslim 
book stores to donate Miswaks (avoid the flavoured ones ‘Makkan siwaks’ they’re horrid) or arrange to buy them at a cheap price and then ‘sell’ them for a  fixed donation price in the ‘Islamic Fair’

- Straw prayer mat

-Mattress made of leather stuffed with palm tree leaves

- Mini model of Madina? –Camel?

History of Islam / Islam in the world

Aim: *shattering the misconception that Islam is a religion for Pakistanis/Dark people and that Islam was spread by the sword*

Suggestions, display…

Up to date Map of the distribution of Muslims in the world

A poster about the spread of Islam.  The brother needs to be confident to speak about whether Islam was spread by the sword or not etc. Items to display- Up to the brother but an idea could be to depict Muslim in chaina through having chopsticks on display, Morrocco with a traditional morrocan lamp/ Morrocon knife, book on the story of Isaamic Spain.  Each stall should try to produce an A4 factsheet/ leaflet with the main points of their stall

Brother should know about how Islam was spread in south east Asia

Fundamentals of Islam

Aim: * Preach Islam for what is… 

It is very important that we don’t focus so much on the misconceptions so that we forget to actually pass the message of Islam.. Need to focus on Five pillars… esp Shahaadah… Suggestions for items to display ideas… Lailaahaillaah in calligraphy, prayer mat, charity box (maybe one made especially for this purpose that also depicts in on it in an artistic way ... WHO the zakaat money goes to… dates.. to represent sawm… and maybe have a model/picture if what an ihram looks like… /picture of millions of Muslims around the kabah…have a factsheet on the aim of life being worship & what worship is??

The Hijaab

Aim: *Shatter misconceptions that

1. It is not obligatory

2. It is a tool to oppress women*

Insha’Allah if possible we will try and diplay a jilbaab and a hijaab and make a poster to display the main points.  We will also have leaflets to be handed out about the hijaab.  

Other things

· On the First day all stalls must always be ‘manned’..the stalls are there to help us and are to make things look interesting..but the atmosphere must be created by us and focus should be 121 da’wah
· Brothers and sisters should make an effort to reflect Islaam not the culture of our own countries in the IAW and differentiate between the two.

· All tables should have a white cloth draping them because 

1. It looks neat and uniform

2. White has always been seen as being traditionally linked with ‘good’ and ‘godliness’

· The posters and displays should be colorful contrasting the white cloths

· Throughout the rest of the week the displays should be kept though not each stall needs to be manned and we won’t have the ‘manpower’ to continue with it. Therefore brothers and sisters need to make sure the displays are sufficiently explanatory without having someone to explain them.

· I suggest that a session be arranged when each of the brothers ‘presents’ their specialty to the other brothers so they all get to benefit from the knowledge that one brother has learnt and can talk about the other areas a little bit.

(This will inshaAllah be an integral part of the one day seminar…)
